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Building the Future of Orthopaedic Nursing
Gigi Viellion Memorial Evidence-Based Practice Scholarship
Purpose 

To advance orthopaedic nursing practice through the integration of evidence-based knowledge into practice. This scholarship is in honor of Gigi Viellion for her long time commitment to orthopaedic nursing, NAON, and the NAON Foundation.
Scholarship 

The scholarship provides up to $3,000 to attend the “Advanced Practice Institute:  Promoting Adoption of Evidence-Based Practice” (EBP) conducted by the Department of Nursing Services and Patient Care at the University of Iowa Hospitals and Clinics. $1500 will be used to cover the registration for the Institute.  The remainder of the costs of attendance (transportation, lodging, food) will be covered up to $1500.
The registration fee will be paid by the NAON Foundation upon submission of the candidate’s application to the University of Iowa.  The candidate may be reimbursed for transportation cost prior to the conference upon request and submission of receipt. The remainder of expenses must be submitted with original receipts within two (2) weeks after completion of the Institute.

Recipient may select either attendance date of  September 23-25, 2009 or October 14-16, 2009.
Eligibility   

1. Must be a NAON member

2. Must have a minimum of 3 years in orthopaedic nursing practice
3. Must have a minimum of a BSN (required) but a Master’s in nursing preferred
4. Must have basic knowledge of research and research application to practice.
5. Must have demonstrated leadership responsibilities for evidence-based practice 
6. Must select orthopaedic related EBP topic/project required for the Institute

Expectation of Recipients

As a condition of receiving this scholarship it is required, that within 18 months the candidate will contribute to NAON in one of the following ways.

1. Present a session at a NAON Congress sharing the EBP project.




2. Submit an article on the EBP project for publication in Orthopaedic Nursing.  
3. Present a poster at a NAON Congress sharing the EBP project
One of the NAON Foundation Trustees will be assigned to support and encourage the candidate through the completion of this requirement.

Criteria, Required Documentation

1. 
Candidate will be required to complete the University of Iowa application and submit with the NAON Foundation’s application.  Download from this website, print, complete and submit with the remainder of this application:

Candidate will comply with all pre-requisites required by the Institute

3. Candidate will submit proof of nursing licensure, current NAON membership and all current certifications with expiration dates.

4. 
Candidate will submit a current CV or Resume outlining education, clinical practice and leadership position and work with evidence based practice.

5. Candidate will submit a personal statement to include:

a. the value of the proposed EBP project to orthopaedic nursing practice

b. how this scholarship will enable achievement of this project and personal and professional goals.

6. Candidate will submit two (2) letters of recommendation from health care professionals describing professional interactions with the candidate and examples of the candidate’s professional commitment to clinical orthopaedic nursing and leadership qualifications for this scholarship 

7. Candidate will submit a statement of which contribution the candidate has chosen to make to NAON (as listed above)

8. Scholarship recipient shall be prepared to submit to the Foundation a black and white photograph, digital preferred, upon notification of scholarship being conferred for use in NAON and other publications.
9. Candidate will submit an original and five (5) blinded photocopies of the application form and of all required documentation. No electronic submissions will be accepted for this scholarship.

10. Candidate will submit an e-mail address to acknowledge receipt of this application.
